See below how many doses of 
the vaccine you need 
depending on your age.

The HPV vaccine is safe, effective, and has no long-term side effects

Side effects are the ones common to most injectable vaccines: 
sore arm or itching at the site of injection, headache, high 
temperature, chills, feeling sick (nausea).

SIDE EFFECTS

It is covered by most health insurance plans. The Vaccines for 
Children (VFC) program provides vaccines for children 18 years 
of age & younger who are eligible.

NO COST

The HPV vaccine underwent years of extensive safety testing 
before being licensed by the FDA.

SAFE

Studies have shown that this vaccine provides almost 100% 
protection against the types of HPV it targets.

EFFECTIVE

The HPV vaccine offers the best protection to boys and girls who 
complete all the recommended HPV vaccination doses.
